POLICY AND PROCEDURE MANUAL


PROCEDURE:



DISHWASHER – OPERATION AND CARE
Preparation

Scrape all scraps from plates and utensils and load them onto the baskets supplied


Plates should be positioned leaning back (to be washed from above)


Bowls and Glasses should be positioned facing down (to be washed from below)


Cutlery can be place flat in basket or standing in the cutlery basket
Start Up

Ensure hot tap connected to dishwasher (under sink) is fully OPEN

Ensure the power lead is plugged in and power turned ON

Ensure dishwashing detergent and rinse aid bottles are in place and connected (low right hand self next to dishwasher)

Check the inside of the machine is clean and spinners are rotating freely

Position the water level drain plug into the drain outlet (under right hand scrap tray)

Replace the scrap tray and close the door

Select the desired POWER option

1min 
glasses cups and saucers

normal washing

heavily soiled articles
Note:  Only heavily soiled pots and pans require the 5 min cycle.  

Unless you are washing dirty pots and pans please use either the 1 or 2 minute setting
Machine will fill with water when rinse ready light illuminates

Allow machine to heat water to necessary temperature

The machine will be ready to operate when both the Rinse and Wash ready lights are illuminated (green)
Operation
Slide the loaded basket into the machine

Close the door

Select the wash cycle

When both the Ready Lights are illuminated, press the green START button (hold in for one or two seconds before releasing)

Machine will start with the CYCLE light illuminated

When the CYCLE light goes out the cycle is completed
Allow a few moments for the water to drain from the plates then open door and remove basket

The machine is ready to use again as soon as both ready lights are illuminated

(Time between cycles depends on the incoming water temperature.

End of Day – Draining the Machine
The dishwasher recirculates its wash water.  Fresh hot rinse water is sprayed over the load after washing.  This minimises water and detergent use while wash water is constantly diluted with fresh rinse water.

Should wash water become overloaded with soil, or at the end of the day, the machine needs to be drained.

Draining the Machine

Open the door and remove the scrap trays

Remove the water level drain plug (under right hand scrap tray)

Close the door and turn selector to DRAIN position

Press the green START button (holding in for one or two seconds)

The machine will start to drain with the cycle light illuminated

When the cycle light goes out (1 minute) the machine should be empty

(If not repeat procedure)

Wipe out inside of the machine with a dry rag

Check, remove and clean the pump inlet strainer located under left hand scrap tray (if necessary)

Replace strainer

Replace the water level drain plug 
Replace scrap trays
Check that wash arms are rotating freely
